01.	 To move the Boot Wash with a forklift, first set the machine’s forks to the correct width for the 

Boot Wash fork pockets. Make sure they are equidistant from the centre.

	▪ To prevent damage to pipework in freezing 
conditions during the winter months, shut 
off the water supply by closing the inlet tap 
and open the opposite tap (not connected 
to hose), and open the gun nozzles after 
use to drain the water. 

	▪ Look for this sticker on the Boot Wash for 
instructions of how to shut off the water 
supply.

	▪ Suitable to be moved around site via a forklift. Only lift with two people and only once the 
backboard is disconnected from the trough to avoid injury.
