USING WITH A CRANE

01. Attach the lifting apparatus’ hook to the Access Cage’s certifed four leg lifting chain. Always
ensure that the hook’s gate is correctly closed.

02. Personnel should enter the cage only when fully lowered.

03. Open the entry gate, enter the cage, then close the self-latching gate. Do not allow more people
to enter the cage than it has been designed for.

04. When wearing a harness and restraint lanyard, attach the lanyard from the harness to the
anchorage point. Ensure the length of the lanyard restricts access from the cage.

05. Carefully raise the cage just off the ground and check for balance and security.
06. Carefully transport the cage to its required destination, taking care not to jolt the load.
07. When in position, the cage can be lowered onto firm, level ground.

08. Having lowered the platform to the ground, exit and close the gate behind you. Do not exit the
platform unless at ground level. Do not exit unless the cage is stationary and stable.

09. When you have finished with the cage, take it to its storage position and remove from the forklift
or crane. If attached to a crane, lower the lifting hook and disconnect the cage’s 4-leg lifting chain
from the crane hook.

10. Do not remove the lifting chain from the cage.

To attach the Access Cage to a forklift, first release the heel pin by removing the linch pin and
pulling from the attachment. Set the machine’s forks to the correct width for the Access Cage’s
fork pockets. Make sure that they are equidistant from the centre.

Drive the forklift to the Access Cage aligning the forks with the Access Cage fork pockets. Double
check that all is correctly aligned, then move the forklift forward until the forks are fully inserted
into the fork pockets.

Apply the park brake and switch off the forklift engine.

Insert the heel pin, ensuring it passes behind the heel of the fork, and use the linch pin to lock the
heel pin in place. The Access Cage is now ready for use.

While the cage is elevated, the forklift operator must remain at the controls and the forklift must
not be capable of movement, including tilt or side shift and chassis or mast levelling. The cage

is not suitable for use on variable reach trucks that can lift to a nominal height greater than 6
metres, in accordance with PM28 fourth edition.
