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OPERATIONAL PROCEDURES

IMPORTANT USAGE NOTES

Ensure the work area is firm and level and clear of all obstructions with adequate room
around the unit for the operator to work safely.

Maximum load capacity of this piece of equipment is 4000kg, 6000kg or 8500kg,
depending on the model. Do not exceed the maximum load.

The lifting arm of the Excavator Pipe Laying Hook 4000 is 1.8m in length and can lift pipes
up to a maximum length of 2.5m.

Be careful not to apply too much force when pushing pipe sections together to avoid
breakage of pipes.

Check that the quick hitch is securely attached to the excavator arm following the
manufacturer’s instructions and giving special attention to any safety features.

Only lift one pipe section at a time.

SET UP

01. Select the correct size pins for your machine’s quick hitch.

02. Fitthe front pin to the correct sized hole on the attachment.

03. Adjust the position of the rear pin to suit the quick hitch - follow the quick hitch operating
guidelines and set the pins to the maximum centres for the unit.

04. Ensure the quick hitch pins have the retaining bolts correctly fitted.

05. Check for debris in the quick hitch locking mechanism and check the fit of the unit on the quick
hitch, do not use if not secure.

06. When moving pipes, operators should be aware that the pipes may roll and should have a

. When it is safe to proceed, raise the pipe lifter until the tip is just below the crown of the
pipe section, then fully insert the boom into the bore as straight as possible and slightly
tilted back.

Lift the bar carefully and keep it level it so that it fully contacts the crown.
Lift the pipe clear of the delivery vehicle or ground.

When travelling with a load, tilt the pipe lifter back by 10 to 20 degrees to secure the pipe
on the hook. Keep it in the lowest practicable position, to maintain driver visibility.

Operators should allow for any rough or sloping ground when assessing the method of
operating.

Carefully lower the pipe onto the ground or storage location. Take care of edges or other
items on hard ground. Use suitable measures to prevent the pipe from rolling.

When laying the pipe sections, manoeuvre into position and use the rubber buffers to push
the pipe sections together.
