IMPORTANT USAGE NOTES

The Concrete Forklift Skip is supplied with heel pins; these must be fitted correctly before
use.

It is recommended that you apply skip wax to the skip to assist cleaning. This is available
from Conquip.

To attach the Concrete Forklift Skip to a forklift, first release the heel pins by removing the
linch pins and pulling from the attachment. Set the machine’s forks to the correct width for the
Concrete Forklift Skip fork pockets. Make sure that they are equidistant from the centre.

Drive the forklift to the skip, aligning the forks with the skip’s fork pockets.

Double check that all is correctly aligned, then move the forklift forward until the forks are fully
inserted into the fork pockets.

Apply the park brake and switch off the forklift engine.

Insert the heel pins ensuring they pass behind the heel of the forks; use the linch pins to lock the
heel pins in place.

Ensure the skip’s flow gate is fully closed. The wheel should be turned clockwise to ensure it is
fully closed and attach the safety chain to the wheel to prevent the gate opening during a lift.

Once prepared and ready to fill with concrete, manoeuvre the skip to the filling location and
position the skip on the ground.

Fill the skip with concrete, taking care that the load is level. Do not overfill. The skip can now be
raised and moved to where it is required.

Carefully raise the skip just off the round and check for balance and security.
Carefully move the load to its required position. Move slowly and carefully; do not jolt the load.
When in position, lower the skip until the load is suspended above the discharge point.

Carefully open the gate by either depressing the lever or releasing the safety chain and turning
the release wheel anticlockwise.

Only open the gate sufficiently to allow the load to empty.
When discharge is complete, close the gate fully and move the skip back to the ground.
After use, ensure the skip is thoroughly washed out (see cleaning instructions below).

With the skip empty and clean, lower it to the ground and disconnect from the forklift.
Disconnect the safety chain, remove the linch pins and heel pins and reverse the forklift backward
and clear of the skip. Replace the heel pins and linch pins to prevent loss.

. Attach a suitably rated 4-leg chain to the lifting points on the top of the skip.

. Ensure the skip’s flow gate is fully closed. The wheel should be turned clockwise to ensure
it is fully closed and attach the safety chain to the wheel to prevent the gate opening during
the lift.

Once prepared and ready to fill with concrete, raise the skip just off the ground to ensure it
is balanced and safe to lift to the filling location.

Fill the skip with concrete, taking care that the load is level. Do not overfill.
Carefully raise the skip just off the ground to check the load is balanced and secure.

The skip can now be raised and moved to where it is required. Move slowly and carefully;
do not jolt the load.

When in position, lower the skip until the load is suspended above the discharge point.

Carefully open the gate by releasing the safety chain and turning the release wheel
anticlockwise.

Once the pour is complete, turn the wheel clockwise fully to close the gate. Refit the safety
chain and return the skip to the filling location.

The skip must be cleaned of all remaining concrete at the end of each work session, or
more frequently if required. There can be no excuse for the unit to fail because of hard
concrete residue.

Thorough cleaning can be achieved if the gate control spring is disconnected. This will allow
you to open the gate fully for hosing down. Always take extreme caution when releasing
the gate control. Do not tie the gate control lever in the open position.

Once thoroughly cleaned, the spring must be re-fitted to keep the gate closed. If you do
not, concrete residue may set in the gate blade channels that will foul its operation.

1.1 This Warranty shall commence on the Commencement Date and shall continue until the
earlier of:

(a) the Expiry Date; or
(b) the date on which it may be voided in accordance with clause 4.1(b)

when it shall terminate automatically without notice.

02.DUTY OF GOOD FAITH

03.NATURE AND EXTENT OF COVER

3.1 Subject to clause 3.2 the Warrantor agrees and undertakes to the Purchaser that it shall be
liable to the Purchaser under and in accordance with the terms of this Warranty in the event
that:

(a) prior to the Expiry Date the Purchaser shall notify a Warranty Claim to the Warrantor; and

(b) the Equipment or any relevant part of the Equipment shall have become unusable as the
result of defective material or defective workmanship prior to the Expiry Date.

3.2 The Warrantor’s obligation under clause 3.1 shall be expressly subject to the provisions of
clauses 4, 5 and 6 and conditional upon the Purchaser’s compliance in full with the provisions
of clause 7.

04. RESTRICTIONS
4.1 The following restrictions apply to this Warranty:

(a) This Warranty is personal to the Purchaser and neither the legal benefit nor legal burden
of this warranty may be assigned or novated or otherwise transferred by the Purchaser to any
other party. Any purported assignment, novation or transfer shall not be binding upon the
Warrantor.

(b) This Warranty shall be void in the event that the Purchaser:

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(i) cannot provide authentic and original documentary evidence that the Purchaser has
during the period between the Commencement Date and the Expiry Date complied with the
Maintenance and Servicing Requirements; and/or

the Purchaser’s Usage Cycle Parameters; and/or

(iii) has, during the period between the Commencement Date and the Expiry Date, exceeded
the Purchaser’s Use Parameters; and/or

(iv) has carried out, or procured the carrying out by any third party of, any repair to the
Equipment or any part of the Equipment which is not an Authorised Repair; and/or

(v) has operated the Equipment after having replaced any part of the Equipment with a part
which has not been supplied and fitted by the Warrantor; and/or

(vi) has modified the Equipment in any way prior to use.

05. EXCLUSIONS
5.1 The following are excluded from the scope of this Warranty:

(b) Loss of and/or damage to any personal property and/or possessions or other equipment
not forming part of the Equipment but which is present in or about the Equipment; and/or

(c) loss and/or damage which is covered by any other insurance policy taken out and
maintained by the Purchaser or in respect of which the Purchaser has a contractual obligation
to do so; and/or

(d) loss and/or damage to the equipment which is consistent with the use by the Purchaser of
the Equipment:

(i) in compliance with the Maintenance and Servicing Requirements; and
(i) in compliance with the Usage Cycle Parameters; and

(iii) in compliance with the Use Parameters; and

(iv) having only carried out Authorised Repairs to the Equipment; and

(v) having all and any replacement parts fitted by the Warrantor; and

(vi) in unmodified form.
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06.LIMITATION OF LIABILITY
6.1 The Warrantor’s liability to the Purchaser shall be limited as follows:

(c) Make the Equipment or the relevant part of the Equipment available to the Warrantor for
inspection within 48 hours of notification of the relevant Warranty Claim.

O08.ENTIRE AGREEMENT

8.1 This Warranty constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and supersedes
and extinguishes all previous promises, assurances, warranties, representations and
understandings between them, whether written or oral, relating to its subject matter.

8.2 Each party agrees that it shall have no remedies in respect of any statement,
representation, assurance or warranty (whether made innocently or negligently) that is not
set out in this Warranty. Each party agrees that it shall have no claim for innocent or negligent
misrepresentation or negligent misstatement based on any statement in this Warranty.

No variation of this Warranty shall be effective unless it is in writing and signed by the parties
(or their authorised representatives).

09. WAIVER

No failure or delay by a party to exercise any right or remedy provided under this Warranty
or by law shall constitute a waiver of that or any other right or remedy, nor shall it prevent or
restrict the further exercise of that or any other right or remedy.
